Jesus 1s Risen!

Today is Divine Mercy Sunday. On April 30,
- 2000, the Second Sunday of Easter, Pope Saint John
Paul Il celebrated the Eucharist in Saint Peter’'s Square
and proceeded to the canonization of Blessed Sister
Faustina. Saint Faustina, the Apostle of Divine Mercy,
invites us by the witness of her life to keep our faith and
hope fixed on God, the Father, rich in mercy, who
saved us by the precious blood of his Son. During her
short life, the Lord Jesus assigned her three basic
tasks: 1. To pray for soul, entrusting them to God’s
incomprehensible mercy. 2. To tell the world about
God'’s generous mercy. And 3. To start a new
movement in the Church focusing on God’s Mercy. That
day, Pope Saint John Paul |l said: “The cross, even
after the Re 'r-~tion of the Son of God, speaks and
never ceases to speak of God the Father, who is faithful
to his eternal love for [us]...Believing in this love means
believing in mercy [and hope).” Let us confidently and
boldly ‘lift high the cross’ and treasurer with hope God’s
Divine Mercy.
