From the Pastor’s Desk
Fr. Robert Hétu

‘Il am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my
God and your God." (John 20:17)

DivineOffice.org reminds us that the Ascension
is the singular event that completes the journey of the
"Word made flesh" returning to God the Father. For
forty days the Risen Jesus had been appearing—to
Mary Magdalene, to the disciples on the road to
Emmaus, to the disciples in the Upper Room. Slowly,
the disciples had begun to understand. Then, on the
Mount of Olives, Jesus goes up. The cloud receives
him. They stand there, looking up at the sky, until two
men in white robes ask them: "Why are you stand
looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has been
taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same
way as you saw him go up into heaven.”

The Ascension is not a departure. It is an
enthronement. Jesus is at the right hand of the Father,
interceding — and that intercession is the guarantee
that our prayers are reaching God.

Between the Ascension and Pentecost there
are seven days (ten from Thursday). What the
Apostles and Mary did in those days is one of the
most instructive passages in the New Testament; "All
these devoted themselves with one accord to prayer."
(Acts 1:14). Not strategy. Not preparation. Just
prayer—prayer together.

This week is the Church's annual novena to
the Holy Spirit. It began on Friday. Never too late to
start. Praying every day from Ascension to Pentecost
Eve is a quiet, steady preparation for the fire: "The
Holy Spirit is the Paraclete, alleluia, alleluia. He will
teach you all things, alleluia, alleluia."

Please keep our grade 7 students in your
prayers as they will be confirmed with the Holy Spirit
on Pentecost Sunday afternoon.

FOOD FOR THOUGHT: “Come Holy Spirit, fill the
hearts our your faithful and enkindle in us the fire of
your live. Send forth your Spirit and we shall be
created. And you will renew the face of the earth.”

LAUGHTER GOOD FOR THE SOUL: At the
Ascension a disciple looking up cried out, “Where??
Where?? [ can’t see him! Resulting in the first case of
‘Ascension Deficit Syndrome'’!
